High Definition Make Up Tips & Information

Please note that these are optional and meant as a guideline only

· Stage or theatrical makeup will not work in HD.  It appears thick and cake-like and gives the face a wooden or mask-like appearance

· Any makeup should be applied with brushes, not sponges or cotton balls or cotton pads.  Cotton and sponge will leave trace behind that the cameras will pick up

· Go lightly on any makeup, especially non-HD make up.  Excessive regular makeup will also give the face a wooden or mask-like appearance.  The idea is to wear makeup without looking as if you’re wearing it.

· Makeup may be necessary for both men and women. 

· “Bright” makeup, such as teal blue eye shadow or magenta blush will tend to “glow” on camera in HD.

· Excessively thick black eyeliner, either pencil or liquid, will darken the eyes to almost black in HD.  Pencil eyeliner that is too thick will show smudging under the eyes, as well.

· HD make up, in general, is expensive.

· The goal in HD makeup is to “seal” the face to prevent skin oils from appearing on the skin surface, much like airbrushing.

· Airbrushing is not recommended for anyone.

· If your students are sharing brushes or one container of make up, we suggest cleaning the brushes in between uses with a professional grade cleaner.  Make sure brushes are thoroughly dried before the next use or they will pick up a musty smell.

· Recommended HD makeup brands include, but are not limited to: Smashbox, Too Faced, Cargo, Make Up Forever.

· If a student has excessively oily skin, a primer may be needed, especially if using non-HD makeup.  This includes mascara that tends to “run” or “melt” as the day goes on.  Mascara primer is available for these cases.
